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WHAT IS ECHO?

ECHO is a truly unique Catholic retreat experience, rooted in St. John Paul
II's Theology of the Body. Traditionally a week-long retreat, this 'mini'
version beautifully provides a taste of the full ECHO experience. Combining
dynamic talks, prayer and sacraments, daily Mass and Adoration, small
group discussions, artistic expression, and authentic community, ECHO
takes participants on a journey to answer the deepest questions of the
human heart.

WHO SHOULD ATTEND ECHO?

ECHO is open to young adults 19 - 35 years old. (18 year olds out of high
school may also attend). ECHO is open to all states of life: single,
married, consecrated, priests, and religious. It is also a great retreat for
catechists, teachers, missionaries, and anyone else who desires to share
God's plan for human love with others.
